TO ALL WFSE LOCAL UNION PRESIDENTS AND SECRETARIES: 

By authority of the Council 28 Executive Board, notice is hereby given, and a Convention call issued in 

accordance with Article VII- Meetings, Section 1, of the Council Constitution, which states:  

“The Council Biennial Convention shall be held in odd-numbered years and on a Saturday and Sunday in 

September or October, but may also be convened on the preceding Friday. The call to the biennial Convention 

shall be issued at least 120 days preceding the commencement of the Convention. The Council 28 Executive 

Board shall select the Convention dates and city.” 

The 51st Biennial Convention of the Washington Federation of State Employees, Council 28 AFSCME 

AFL-CIO, will be held in Seattle, Washington, at the Doubletree Hotel Seattle Airport (18740 

International Boulevard, Seattle, Washington, 98188, USA) on October 3, 4, and 5, 2025. The 

Convention will begin on Friday, October 3, at 1:00 pm.

Onsite registration will be available on Friday, October 3, from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm, and on Saturday, 

October 4, from 8:00 am to 9:30 am. The convention fee is $100.00 per delegate and/or alternate and 

will be deducted from their locals' per capita for all members who sign in.

guests can be purchased onsite at the Helpdesk and must be bought by 5:00 pm on Friday.
